Similarly mobile phones, iPods, iPads, 
laptops, mainframe computers, household appliances (including the kitchen sink - which most cubs 
tend to bring), radios or computer games are not permitted.  Any other electrical equipment is brought at 
the owners risk and will be confiscated and returned at the end of camp if the Camp Leader considers that it 
is causing a nuisance. 

DO NOT pack sweets or extra food - we have several cubs with allergies plus food in tents encourages 
insects or other vermin.  Cubs will not starve!
