Arrival & Departure Times:
Please aim to arrive for 10am on Saturday and at around 2.15pm on Monday to collect your child.  Please make sure that you check-in and out with the Camp Leader so that we are clear at all times who is on camp.
Directions to Cricket Camp:
 

Follow the M3 south to the junction with M27

Join M27 (east) heading towards Portsmouth.

Leave M27 at Junction 8 and take first left at roundabout, following signs to Manor Farm Country Park.

After c 150 yards, take the second right turn, into Pylands Lane (still following signs to Manor Farm Country Park).

Keep straight on into the country park.  You may be asked to pay a 50p entry charge – this can be refunded at Pauline’s Lodge.
Approx 100 yards after the cattle grid look out for a notice board on the left, followed by a turning into Durncombe Copse car park on your right.

Approx 50 yards after Durncombe Copse car park follow the signs and take the left turning into Cricket campsite car park.

The car park is not huge, so if it’s full you will be directed, by one of our leaders, to the Country Park car-park across the lane.  Please park and bring your child to the campsite entrance (there will be leaders around to show you the way).

On arrival please report to the Camp Leader so that you can be checked off the arrivals list.  Any medicines brought to camp should be handed over at this point.
